Panel Presentation: 1-hour sessions
exploring a shared theme or issue from
multiple perspectives, with time for
audience engagement.
Workshop: 1-hour interactive sessions
that involve participants in skill-
building, collaborative learning, or
reflective practice.
Poster Presentation: 1-hour session
where multiple presenters display
visual summaries of their work for
informal conversation and networking.
